This former hay loft has been lovingly converted into a veritable Master Suite in every sense of the word.  Fully 48m2 with 6m high cathedral ceilings, the 
suite features exposed stone walls and the original oak beamed 6m high cathedral ceiling – with the latest in insulation and double glazing for all the old 
world charm combined with modern comfort. 

The suite benefits from its own private entrance via an original outdoor stone staircase (but is, of course, also accessible from the rest of the house) 
giving the occupants complete freedom of movement. 

It comprises an open plan bathroom and a lounge. The bathroom comes complete with an ultra modern free standing bath with pedestal tap and shower 
head and beautiful features. Afternoons can be wiled away in the lounge area in the full size day bed or one of the easy chairs reading, watching the day 
go by or catching up on all the latest news, soaps or movies on the English language satellite and LCD TV (BBC, C4, ITV, 4 Movies, CNN, Sky News …
and a wide range of kiddie channels …)

The impressive 48m2 Master Suite is located on the first floor, has a four 
poster bed (160 x 200) and open plan bathroom. It has a living area with 
a full size day bed (90 x 200), LCD TV with satellite (English) and DVD. 
The room is described in detail earlier.

4 comfortable bedrooms, 2 baths

Red
Bedroom 2 is a spacious 12 m2 room with a double bed (160 x 200) and 
parquet floors. The large window offers nice views over the front garden 
and the historic village. Large 5 drawer unit.

Lara
A compact 7m2 very cute and very prettily decorated kids room with 
bunk (90 x 200) and views over the rear garden and pool. It has new 
parquet floors and a wardrobe and drawer unit with more than enough 
space for 2 kids.

Bathroom 2 in the master suite has a full size free-standing bath and a 
modern sink. It also has it’s own separate hot water tank. The separate 
2nd floor WC, off the first floor landing also has a toilet seat with in-built 
concealed child seat. It also has a small hand sink.

Blue
Located on the ground floor, this spacious 12m2 bedroom has a wrought 
iron double bed (200 x 160), beautiful original burgundy tomette floors 
and French doors to the front garden. Built in wardrobe and chest of 
drawers.

Bathroom 1 on the ground floor is a modern stylish bathroom with a large 
walk in shower, modern fixtures and fittings, heated towel rail, feature 
sink and tap. Toilet seat with in-built concealed child seat. It also has a 
conveniently stored baby bath.

Complete set of garden furniture with large teak dining table and chairs, 3 other wooden and 
metal tables with a pair of chairs each, comfortable sun loungers, and a new Weber Gold 
barbecue grill. 

There is lots of privacy and plenty of space for kids both inside and out. It is approximately 
3000m2 with a child proof wooden pool 6.5m x 4.5m. (photos coming soon when completed in

Play

The beautiful front garden is fully enclosed by original carved stone walls and 
well secured gates. Stone shingle drive and lawns with table and chairs. 
Access to the underground vaulted wine cellar. Private access to the Loft 
master suite via the original outdoor stone staircase.



Wine
The classic white wine vineyards of Chablis, Sancerre and Pouilly are each about  about 45 minutes by car. Champagne is a little over an hour. There are 
numerous local wines within half an hour’s drive including Irancy and Cotes d’Auxerre. The great Burgundy reds are about one and a half hour’s drive 
further South. 

History and tourism
Local historic towns and villages include Vezelay, Druyes les Belles Fontaines, Auxerre, Sens, Pontigny.. The countryside is dotted with beautiful 
Burgundy villages. Local attractions include the famous Guédelon chateau reconstruction project in Treigny, the Bouttissant Nature and Animal Park, the 
underground quarry at Aubigny, the Chateau de Saint Fargeau, the chateau at Druyes le belles Fontaines.

Shopping 
The closest large shopping destinations are in Auxerre, Clamecy and Avalon where there is the full range of supermarkets, markets and shops as would 
be found in any medium to large town. The closest giant supermarkets (Casino / Leclerc / Carrefour) are a 15 minute drive from the house. There are two 
bakeries (one of whom delivers to the house) and a range of local village shops within a 10 minute drive. 

Restaurants, bars
In the nearby towns and villages, there are numerous small restaurants, bistros and bars. The best closest restaurant is in Druyes les Belles Fontaines at 
the Hotel de la Poste. Gastronomic nearby restaurants include L’Esperance de Marc Menaud (3 michelin stars) close to Vezelay and approx 40 minutes 
by car. Cote St Jacques in Joingy (3 michelin stars) and approx 40 minutes by car. Beyond that there is Bernard L’Oisseau in Saulieu (3 michelin stars) 
which is about 1 hour’s drive from the house. 

Activities, museums etc
There is a small golf club at Crain, approximately 15 minutes from the house. The closest large golf club is in Aillant sur Tholon, about 40 minutes by car.
Formula 1 racing circuit at Magny Cours - 50 minutes
The Rolland Museum of Roman Art and History in Clamecy – 15 miunutes
The Loire river with the vineyards of Sancerre and Pouilly – 45 minutes
The Morvan Nature Park and the historic town of Vezelay – 35 minutes
Canal cruises can be organised from Clamecy or Auxerre – 15 and 30 minutes from the house respectively
Pleasure lake at Bourdon with sailing, canoeing etc – 25 minutes
